The bill would clarify state tax code as to what constitutes physical presence in the state, making clear that corporate investments in the state, related to a corporation's retail business, give them retail nexus. The provision would play a significant role in establishing sales tax equity for California businesses and would help secure needed revenue to support essential local services.
Independent bookstore owners like me have been advocating for Internet sales tax fairness for many years now, and previous legislation has been vetoed by two previous Governors in that time. I urge you to stand up for Main Street and support sales tax fairness now.
